SUNNYTIEN LOUNGE CREATES NEW SOCIAL
OPPORTUNITIES FOR CANNABIS IN SOUTH JERSEY

In late summer 2025, NJ’s Cannabis Regulatory Commission granted approval to 4
consumption lounges, where customers can purchase & consume cannabis on-site,
safely & legally. This month, we sat down with Spencer Belz, SunnyTien’s COO, to debrief
about the last 6 months and the future of consumption lounges in NJ.

In their first 6 months of operation, SunnyTien’s lounge has hosted a variety of events,
showcasing the true utility of a space like this. Live music, industry showcases, podcast
recordings, classic concert rewatches, and yoga classes have all occupied the space in
the last few weeks alone. “Yoga classes were honestly a surprise to me. | thought the
lounge space here, with the marble floors and VIP booths, would not match the vibe of a
yoga class, but we’ve had success with them here. Our facilitator is focused on
education, and how to make cannabis a meaningful part of one’s practice, so the
experience is more than ‘get high and do yoga’ and we love that! We have a high return
rate for yoga classes as well, so we’re excited to see how that evolves.”

Events around Live Sports, on the other hand, have not yet worked for the SunnyTien
Lounge. “This could be because alcohol has a deeply tethered relationship with sports
that cannabis does not, or because routines are hard to break. If you’re already set to go
to your uncle’s house or the bar for the Eagles game, that can be a hard habit to break.
We’re trying to create new traditions for a space like this, and that means that some old
traditions need to shift or change.”

When asked what needs to change with
with current NJCRC lounge regulations,
Spencer was clear: Food & Water.

“The biggest change that we need is the
ability to sell & provide pre-packaged
food & beverage. We don’t want alcohol
or tobacco in the lounge, but we do
want our guests to be able to buy
water, ice tea, soda, and chips &
pretzels, as breweries are allowed to
do. It’s a diversification of our revenue,
but also a safety factor to be able to
comfort and stabilize our guests after
consumption. Without food & beverage,
we’re missing a pivotal part of the
hospitality model of a lounge.”
